Soft Linen Lace Belt Pattern

SIZE: One size
Finished Measurements: 3" wide and 34" 
long, or desired length after blocking
To Fit: 28" waist, or as desired.

MATERIALS
Soft Linen by Soft Linen (35% linen, 35% wool, 
30% baby alpaca; 50 gram ball = approx 
137 yards)
• 1 ball 2215 Loden Green
Needles:
• One pair size US 5 (3.75mm)
Or size to obtain gauge.
• 21⁄2" wide (inner diameter) belt buckle with 
 center post

GAUGE: 19 sts and 20 rows = 3" in Lace 
Pattern after blocking. Take time to save 
time, check you gauge.

NOTE: Finished belt should meas at least 6" 
longer than waist size to allow for fasten-
ing. Work more/fewer reps of Lace Patt as 
desired to alter size. Belt will stretch approx 
20% when blocked.

SPECIAL TERMS: 
ssk: (slip, slip, knit) Slip 2 sts, 1 at a time, knit-
wise to the RH needle; return sts to LH needle 
in turned position and knit them together 
through the back loops (1 st decreased).
yo: Yarn over (1 st increased).
k2tog: Knit 2 sts together (1 st decreased).
ssp: (slip, slip, purl) Slip 2 sts, 1 at a time, knit-
wise to the RH needle; return sts to LH needle 
in turned position and purl them together 
through the back loops (1 st decreased).
p2tog: Purl 2 sts together (1 st decreased).

PATTERN STITCHES
Lace Pattern: (panel of 19 sts)
(see also chart)
Row 1 (RS): P2, ssk, k5, yo, k1, yo, k5, k2tog, p2.
Row 2: P2, p2tog, k5, yo, k1, yo, k5, ssp, p2.
Row 3: P2, ssk, k4, yo, k3, yo, k4, k2tog, p2.
Row 4: P2, p2tog, k4, yo, k3, yo, k4, ssp, p2.
Row 5: P2, ssk, k3, yo, k5, yo, k3, k2tog, p2.
Row 6: P2, p2tog, k3, yo, k5, yo, k3, ssp, p2.
Row 7: P2, ssk, k2, yo, k7, yo, k2, k2tog, p2.
Row 8: P2, p2tog, k2, yo, k7, yo, k2, ssp, p2.
Row 9: P2, ssk, k1, yo, k9, yo, k1, k2tog, p2.
Row 10: P2, p2tog, k1, yo, k9, yo, k1, ssp, p2.
Rep Rows 1–10 for Lace Patt.

Garter Stitch: (Gtr St) Knit all sts, every row.

BELT
CO 19 sts. (RS) Begin Lace Patt; work even 
until 22 reps of Lace Patt have been com-
pleted; or until pc meas approx 7" less than 

desired length, ending after Row 10 of Lace 
Patt. Change to Gtr St; work for 1", end after 
a RS row. (WS) BO all sts knitwise.

FINISHING
Weave in ends. Block to measurements. 
Sew center post of belt buckle to BO end 
of belt.
